Then, it’s on to the Beacon Museum. Enjoying a prime location
on Whitehaven's historic Georgian harbour, this fascinating
museum tells the story of the local area, with interactive exhibits
on its social, industrial and maritime heritage. The viewing
gallery on the top floor is not to be missed as it offers stunning
views over the town, harbour and Solway coast.

All floors are accessible by lift and a ‘quiet hour’ is held for the
first hour of opening every first Sunday of the month.
